Background

Ronald McDonald House Charities® (RMHC®) of Southern
California and the McDonald's® Operators' Association of
Southern California (MOASC) annually sponsor four college
scholarship programs for students from communities who face
limited access to educational and career opportunities.

These scholarships: RMHC/African American Future Achiev-
ers; RMHC/Asian Pacific American Students Increasing
Achievement (ASIA); RMHC/Hispanic American Commitment
to Educational Resources (HACER®); and RMHC/Scholars are
part of the RMHC and McDonald's ongoing commitment to
education.

By funding all administrative costs of the RMHC of Southern
California scholarship program, MOASC has helped the pro-
gram award more than $3.3 million in scholarship funds to stu-
dents who reside in Los Angeles, Orange, Riverside, San Ber-
nardino and Ventura counties.

Eligibility

Currently enrolled high school seniors who have at least one
parent of Asian Pacific heritage and who are eligible to attend
an accredited two- or four-year college, university or vocation-
al/technical school with a complete course of study. Applicants
must be legal U.S. residents, be less than 21 years of age,
have a minimum 2.7 GPA and reside within the geographic
boundaries of Los Angeles, Orange, Riverside, San Bernardino
or Ventura counties. Applicants may apply for more than one
RMHC of Southern California scholarship program, but can
only receive one scholarship award.

Application requirements

/ Eligible students must submit a complete application and
attach all of the required documentation or their application
will not be reviewed.

/ Applications must be postmarked no later than March 12,
2010.

Scholarship terms and conditions

RMHC of Southern California will award 21 - $2,000
RMHC/ASIA scholarships. In addition, a $500 honorarium will
be awarded to the community based organization of the reci-
pients' choice based upon their community involvements as
described in their personal statement. Recipients will be se-
lected by an advisory board consisting of educators, and com-
munity and civic leaders.

Scholarship recipients must enroll in and attend a two- or four-
year accredited college or university or vocational/technical
school in the academic year following their selection. Verifica-
tion of enrollment is required. Scholarship funds will be paid via
check directly to the accredited institution in which the student
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enrolls. Scholarship funds will not be paid directly, nor reim-
bursed, to an award recipient.

Scholarship funds will be applied toward tuition, fees and other
appropriate educational expenses, as determined by RMHC.

Supporting documents

Transcript, Personal Statement, Letter of Recommendation
REQUIRED

/A certified high school transcript that contains the student’'s
class rank and test scores must be submitted with the at-
tached application. Applicants must carry a minimum 2.7
GPA.

/ Applicants must submit a personal statement that provides
information about their Asian Pacific background, career
goals and desire to contribute to their community. Informa-
tion about unique, personal or financial circumstances may
be added. The statement should be double-spaced with no
smaller than 12-point font, no more than two pages in length
and include the applicant's name and address on the top,
right hand side of both pages of the document.

/A one-page letter of recommendation from one of the appli-
cant's teachers or a school official is required. The letter
should detail the applicant’s background, achievements, lea-
dership abilities and community involvement. Letters should
contain personalized information about the applicant. Form
letters will be given minimum consideration.

Certification and release

All applicants and, where appropriate, their parent or guardian,
must sign the attached application, certifying that all informa-
tion provided is true and complete to the best of their knowledge
and ability. If later determined that information contained in the
application is false or misleading, final awards may be res-
cinded. With their signature and submission of the application,
applicants also grant RMHC, RMHC of Southern California,
McDonald's, MOASC, KSCI-LA 18 and LEAP the right to use
their information and their likeness for the purpose of promot-
ing and publicizing the RMHC/ASIA Scholarship Program.
